Second STEP 

· Positive Behavior Intervention Support (PBIS) at Briggs is designed to ensure that each student has the opportunity to learn in a safe and secure environment. Our Schoolwide expectations for all grade levels are: 

	Be Respectful			Be Responsible		Be Safe

Discipline rooted in PBIS best practices is about teaching students appropriate behaviors in addition to teaching academic content. In order to support appropriate behaviors Schoolwide expectations lessons, classroom matrix lessons, and socio-emotional learning through Second STEP lessons are taught by teachers. 

In the case students are not following these expectations, teachers will document concerns on Incident Logs.  Teachers follow up with parents within 24-48 hours after the incident occurs and is recorded on the log.  If a student accumulates four Incident Logs, the teachers will submit them along with a Minor Incident referral form, then leave the logs and referral in an Administrator’s mailbox so that the student can be called out of class when the Administrator becomes available.  From there, Administration follows progressive discipline and communicates with both the teacher and parent within 24 hours as to what the outcome of the conversation with the student was.

In the case that a student commits a major infraction that violates Ed Code, a teacher will immediately document the situation on a Major Incident referral form and deliver it to an Administrator.  Additionally, the student(s) in question will be sent immediately to the main office.   

· Panther Perk Student recognition for students in K-8: Students are recognized for following Schoolwide Expectations which include being responsible, respectful, and safe. During the course of the day teachers actively monitor student behavior and when they catch a student being respectful, responsible, and safe, they reward students with Panther Perks. 

· Panther Perks provide students with opportunities to earn prizes.

Make-Up Work
· Students shall be given the opportunity to make up school work missed because of an excused absence and shall receive full credit if the work is turned in according to a reasonable make-up schedule as established at each school site.
· Teachers may allow a suspended student to complete any assignments and tests missed during suspension. (Education Code 48205). 
· Students who miss school work because of unexcused absences may be given the opportunity to make up missed work for full or reduced credit. Teachers may assign such make-up work as necessary to ensure academic progress, not as a punitive measure.

2. 48913 Completion of work missed by suspended pupil 
3. 58700 Tutoring and homework assistance program; summer school apportionment credit 



Academic Dishonesty 
Cheating, which includes: using notes or textbook when not allowed, copying someone else’s work, allowing someone else to copy your work, taking credit/handing in someone else’s work- including, but not limited to on-line resources and other reference materials (plagiarism),etc. 
·  3rd -5th grade of zero for the assignment, a 1- hour after school detention
· 6th-7th grade of zero for the assignment,  two 1- hour after school detention and an “N” in citizenship for that class/subject during which the infraction occurs
· A second offense will result in a “U” in citizenship for that class/subject and further disciplinary actions.
