Homework will only be accepted for credit if it is turned in within one or two days of its due date. If late, partial
credit will be given. Students will receive a paper copy of nearly all assignments and a copy will be posted on
google classroom. Online assignments will also be given. *Please note: Overall student grades are not kept in
Google Classroom. Overall student grades are visible in Aeries Gradebook.
