GOAL 1: Students will be able to cite textual 
evidence, describe literary elements in depth, 
clarify words/phrases used in a text, verify 
authors point of view, and compare literature 
and informational text.


GOAL 2: Students will be able to write a well-
structured, multiple-paragraph text based on a 
literary or informational text or of particular 
genre with a clear perspective.


GOAL 3: Students will be able to develop, 
apply, and demonstrate the understanding of 
multi-digit multiplication and division; the 
equality, addition, and subtraction of like 
fractions; and classifying geometric shapes.
