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AP Calculus BC – Syllabus (REFLECTING DISTANCE LEARNING)
Welcome to the AP Calculus BC class. Students enrolled in AP Calculus BC have already completed AP Calculus AB topics during their junior year and all of them have taken the AP test and the semester exams. Therefore, Calculus BC being a second-year course covers topics in depth and students will be introduced to topics beyond what is required for their AP Calculus BC Exam. During the year we cover topics from differential and integral calculus similar to the topics covered in a Calculus class at the Mathematics Department in a university/college as well as AP Calculus BC course description provided by College Board. Emphasis is given to developing math concepts and students will be required to derive formulae and write proofs and give written explanations to justify their answers.
A graphing calculator is required for this course and students are encouraged to

obtain one for use in class and to do homework. Calculators are used to confirm, verify and to discover relationship among numerical, analytical, and graphical representations of functions and solutions and to do complex computations. Also, Calculator is used to experiment, to find solutions and intersections, to evaluate numerical derivatives and definite integrals. Students will learn to graph functions in an appropriate window. Technology will help students to reinforce the relationship among graphical, numerical, and analytical representation of functions. They are encouraged to work problems involving simple computations without a calculator. Acceptable graphing calculators are: TI83+, TI84, or TI89. Our library has a limited number of calculators for students to borrow. 
Grading Policy
Assessments (Tests and Quizzes) will be given live during class (or Google Meet). There may be take home assessments as well. Make sure to turn in your take home assessment before the deadline to avoid any technology problems. 

Assignments (Homework/Classwork) will be given daily and is expected to be completed by the end of the week. Do not wait till Thursday night to finish your assignments since it will be too much for one day. Assignments are designed to take about 1 hour of work daily. Please refer to your Google Classroom for your assignments. You must use ONLY your CVUSD student’s e-mail. No credit will be given if you use another e-mail.
