The Katie Canton Story

This very powerful video from WebWise Kids tells Katie Canton's story and is excellent to use
in class with students. When she was 15, Katie met a 22 year old guy in a chatroom and fell in
love. Only after playing the game MISSING with her family, did she come to realize that
"John" was an online predator. He is now serving 20 years in prison, after Katie worked with the
police and turned in evidence against him. Katie has become an articulate spokesperson for
Web Wise Kids and she speaks at school assemblies to advise other kids. She lives in the San
Francisco Bay Area.
