Provides in-service, staff development, professional guidance, and 
technical assistance to teachers and instructional aides working with 
English learners (EL). 

   
Establishes a resource center for materials for EL teachers and 
instructional aides. 

   
Develops supplementary materials compatible with the basic 
instructional philosophy and curriculum of the District. 

   
Assists in aligning curriculum to state English Language Development 
(ELD) standards. 

   
Plans and conducts teacher and/or parent workshops to meet specific 
educational needs of children. 

   
Assists in the administration and scoring of all assessments. 

   
Confers with principal regarding the implementation and progress of 
the English Language Development and Language Arts Programs. 

   
Maintains records of progress of targeted EL students. 

   
Performs other duties as assigned by the building principal.
