Imagine
moving to the area but not being able to
understand the language or facing a
family crisis with limited resources.
Comprehensive family-support programs
are needed more than ever before. We
continue to see the negative effects of
housing instability, the lack of basic
needs, mental and physical health
challenges, and more. FRCs provide the
platform to connect with students and
parents either at a school site or at a
community location. Working in
partnership, schools and FRCs can get
to the root of a student's struggle to
promote personal and academic growth.

HOPE FRCs strive to create a
welcoming environment and improve
family engagement via 10 centers and
satellite locations within CVUSD.

Food insecurity affects concentration, memory, mood, and motor skills, all
of which a child needs to be able to be successful in school. The HOPE Program is
dedicated to strengthening students and families in need of support.
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GeD'S PANTRY

In response to urgent food needs during the
pandemic, two signature community partners,
God's Pantry Food Bank in Pomona & Verve City
Church in Chino, partnered with HOPE to provide
food and pantry home deliveries for students &
families referred by case managers.

In the 2022-2023 school year, 3() HOPE-referred
families participated in the program and received
weekly deliveries including fresh groceries and non-
perishable items by Verve City volunteers.
